Introduction
The purpose of the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm is to provide an extension to classroom instruction that maximizes learning and allows FFA members to utilize the livestock buildings for their Supervised Agriculture Experience (SAE).

For all parties to best utilize the Agricultural Science Farm, there are rules and regulations, which must be observed. To ensure compliance, San Antonio Independent School District employees including agriculture science teachers, facility managers, and administrators will monitor and manage both physically, access control, and via security cameras. 

It is our goal as a district to set, monitor, and continuously improve a strict set of rules and guidelines to be followed. This in turn should provide a safe, educational, and rewarding atmosphere conducive to learning.
Agricultural Science Farm:
As a San Antonio ISD facility supporting school-related activities, all school district and campus policies must be followed by everyone (students, family, guests, etc.).  Please refer to the most current SAISD Parent- Student Handbook (found on the SAISD website) and Student Bill of Rights and Code of Conduct (found on the SAISD website) for these policies.
Students are expected to always act in a responsible manner at the Agricultural Science Farm. Any activities that endanger the health or physical well-being of students, parents, faculty, staff, visitors, facilities, or animals will not be permitted.  Loitering, or other activities not directly related to the furtherance of the students’ SAE, will not be tolerated.
The Burbank Agricultural Science Farm is accessible only between the following hours: 
· School days: 6:00-8:45AM and 4:30-9:00PM (2:15-9:00PM on Friday)
· Weekends/non-school days: 6:00AM-9:00PM
The student must be a paid Burbank FFA member in good standing to utilize the Agriculture Center. Guests of the student must have prior permission, which includes being background checked through SAISD, to enter the premises. The student is responsible for his/her parent at all times at the facility. If the parent violates the rules of the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm, it will be treated as an offense by the student.

The student and their parent are to respect the value of the Agricultural Science Farm. Any malicious or negligent behavior will result in the immediate dismissal from the building or from the program with no reimbursement of funds and follow the procedure for dismissal from the program guidelines listed in this packet. 
San Antonio ISD, Burbank FFA, district employees, or volunteers will assume NO responsibility for accidents or injuries to students, parents, or livestock resulting from the use of the facilities or equipment, as well as livestock owned by other persons.
When a problem or concern arises, the method to resolve it is by following a set “chain-of-command” outlined below.  Always begin with the supervising teacher.

Visitor Policy Statement
The following guidelines have been developed in order to maintain the safety and security of the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm, the Burbank FFA students, and animals. The Burbank Agricultural Science Farm is comprised of five components, 
(1) Student project area (livestock project buildings #1 and #2 and the poultry barn) 
(2) the instructional classrooms and labs

(3) breeding barn 
(4) farrowing house
(5) garden area
Instructional Facilities and Grounds are only available to students enrolled in an agriculture science class and their immediate family members, and any invited guest of the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm staff or administration of the Burbank High School.

Any violator of this policy will be reported to the San Antonio ISD Police Department and will be subject to a criminal trespass charge.  Security cameras and access control points are in place to monitor compliance with this policy.

Livestock Feeding Regulations:
Supervised Agriculture Experience (SAE) Requirements for Eligibility: To be eligible to participate in any livestock show, or any other FFA sponsored events, students must meet the following requirements. 
1) They must be enrolled in an agricultural science class and 
2) be a member in good standing of the Burbank FFA Chapter. This means exhibiting qualities expected of FFA members. Students who have had discipline referrals issued by an agricultural science teacher will not be eligible to participate in school sponsored livestock shows for that nine–week period.
3) They must meet UIL guidelines for academic eligibility, have paid entry fees on time, meet show requirements, and have approval of agricultural science teacher/director.
Introduction

The raising of livestock as a project is the most popular SAEP that is conducted at the Agricultural Science Farm. The project is a cooperative effort of the student, parent and advisor.  It is designed as a hands-on, long-term project to allow students the opportunity to apply information acquired in the classroom. However, there are several areas that need clarification before the student undertakes a livestock project.

· The raising of livestock on the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm is a student’s privilege, not a student’s right!  Feeding rules, regulations and guidelines must be strictly followed in order to reap the benefits of this privilege.

· Not all animals are of suitable quality for exhibition purposes.  Most animals are of commercial quality and therefore rarely suited for exhibition in the show ring.  Only those animals of superior confirmation should be selected.  Therefore, the agriculture science teacher and/or director should assist in the selection and ultimately approve the animal purchased and housed at the Agricultural Science Farm.
· Only a small percentage of those animals exhibited in the show ring will attain a profit.  Do not be misled; this is not an easy money-making proposition.  Only the best of the best will fall into this category.  The ultimate purpose of the livestock project is to have the student learn and understand those approved practices that will allow an animal to reach its full genetic potential.  Learning the true meaning of responsibility is another outcome of the project program.

Eligible Livestock Projects
Only the following livestock projects are allowed to be raised on the Agricultural Science Farm: swine, lambs, goats, cattle, and poultry (Chickens).  Livestock projects may not be moved to the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm without the notification and approval.
Space is limited in every livestock project area, and it is the task of the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm staff to ensure that the largest population of students can have the privilege of raising a livestock project.  Therefore, a priority system has been established and will be the guideline used to determine student participation in raising a livestock project.
Requirements to Participate in Livestock Shows
Eligibility to participate in any livestock show, students must abide by the following requirements:

· Enrolled in an agriculture science class.

· Member in good standing of the Burbank FFA Chapter. 

· Attend all mandatory livestock meetings for the specific livestock project.

· Passing ALL subjects at the time that eligibility is determined.  If a student is ineligible to show due to grades, the animal is ineligible to show as well.
· Pay stock show entry fees and meet show requirements (see show website for updated information). If student does not have proper paperwork filled out, entry fees and all signatures by this date, he/she will not be able to participate at stock shows unless late fees are paid by the exhibitor. Entry deadlines are set by each stock show and FFA chapters have to adhere to these deadlines.
· Livestock in poor condition due to disease, injury or neglect will not be allowed to participate in livestock shows.  The final decision will rest with the supervising teacher.
· Students will be allowed to participate in only those shows approved by the supervising teacher.
· Students will be responsible for all personal travel to and from all livestock shows.  This may include the transporting of their livestock project.

· Exhibit the proper conduct while in attendance at livestock shows.
· The student will be responsible for all feeding, care, grooming and check in of his/her livestock project while it is at the livestock show.

· It is the sole responsibility of the student to be familiar with all rules pertaining to his/her livestock project (i.e.: weight limits, entry requirements, age, etc.). This information may be obtained from the stock show website and/or the supervising teacher.

Animal Cost
The student is responsible for the initial cost of the animal as well as any expenses incurred while feeding and caring for the animal during the feeding period.  This includes, but not limited to, feed costs, facility usage fee, entry fees, validation fees, transportation fees, and medical expenses.
Care of Livestock Projects
Students will assume the full responsibility for the proper care of his/her livestock project.  The student must provide good treatment, fresh clean water and feed, and a clean pen for their livestock project DAILY. The NEGLECT of animals will NOT be tolerated, and it will result in the student’s immediate dismissal from Agricultural Science Farm.
Removal of Livestock: The Burbank Agricultural Science Farm reserves the right to remove any animal from the complex if any one of the following conditions exists:

· Animal abuse or neglect or mistreatment of animals in any form (in person, on camera, or on social media)
· Diseased or infected animals.

· Animals that are unsafe to handle.

· Students failing to observe rules.

· Animals not being fed for show purposes.

· Student no longer involved in the program.

Livestock Project Management
Animal Ownership: There will be no co-owners of animal projects or students sharing an animal project. Each animal project will be owned and the responsibility of one student.

Management Information:  After a livestock project has been selected and put on feed, the supervising teacher will make available more detailed information on feeding, caring, grooming, and exercising of specific types of livestock.  The student must attend mandatory livestock meetings for information and education on their specific livestock project, additional guidance can be found on the program website.
Pen Assignments:  Students will be assigned pens upon bringing a project into the facility.  Students may not move, or expand pens, unless approved by the supervising teacher.

Daily Care: The daily routine of feeding and care is important. All animals respond well to an organized routine. Animals must be fed twice daily. Care should not solely consist of placing feed in the pen. Your feeding program will be tailored to your particular animal as recommended by your agricultural science teacher. Your choice of feeds will be up to you based upon your particular situation. It is best to discuss with the agricultural science teacher the feeding program that you are going to use. 
Students are not allowed in any barns to feed or take care of any project animal during school time. DO NOT ASK! Any student caught in a barn during school time will be considered an offense and a discipline referral will be issued for truancy.

· Fresh feed for the livestock project (You MUST feed twice daily for all livestock projects)

· Fresh water for the livestock project (clean water buckets or watering areas)
· Removal of manure (placed in manure dumpster, Do not wash manure down drains), soiled areas, and debris from the pen – DAILY
· Grooming of the livestock project
· Exercise of the livestock project– DAILY
· Monitor the well-being of the livestock project

· Clean feed areas, alley ways, exercise areas (arena), wash racks, and grooming areas after each use

· Return all equipment to its proper storage place.
Parents Visiting Barns During School Day:

If a parent comes to the Burbank Agricultural Facilities during school day hours they must first go to the main office and check in and receive a visitors pass. Parents will not be allowed to enter any Burbank Agricultural Science Building without a proper visitor pass.

Halter Breaking and Teaching the Animal to Lead: One of the more important considerations that arise early in the feeding period is teaching the some livestock (lamb, goat, and cattle) to lead with a halter or collar. The animal must be worked daily. This is no easy task and sometimes can be very time consuming. Consistency is the key. Some animals learn more quickly than others, but normally this can be accomplished in the first several weeks. The animal must also be trained to stand correctly and calmly. This is critical, as in some cases the judge may want to handle the animal. This practice will require several additional hours each week. This trains them to stand still in the show ring and is important to the success of the student.
Feed Area Lockers:  Each student will be provided with a space to utilize as a feed locker.  It is expected that the student keep their feed locker clean, organized (free from clutter), and secure (locked).  The Burbank Agricultural Science Farm is not responsible for theft or damage of student property.  All feed areas are subject to inspection at any time and combination codes or keys must be provided if requested by the SAISD/Burbank staff members. Students must wipe down lockers doors and handles with a sanitizing wipe before they leave for the day. Place all trash in trash dumpster not manure dumpster. All feed must be stored in a watertight container.
Disease Prevention:
Your animal’s pen must be kept clean on a daily basis. This will help reduce fly problems and help in keeping the animal clean. Regular deworming for internal parasites and vaccinations for more serious diseases is required. A close examination of your animal’s feces, appetite, and attitude can help you assess its general health.

Veterinary Care:
If an animal becomes sick, it is the owner’s responsibility to seek veterinary care. The owner is responsible for any veterinarian bills and fees (including but not limited to surgery, visits, and shots). The owner must accept all risks of illness or death of the animal. Burbank High School and San Antonio ISD is not responsible for any costs involved in raising the animal or caring for it.

Medications / Additives:   It is prohibited to administer any type of off-label or extra-label vaccine, medication, spray, feed additive or other substance internally or externally to any livestock project without veterinarian approval and awareness of the supervising teacher.  All established withdrawal times for any administered product must be strictly followed.
Use of Livestock Equipment: Use of livestock transport cages may only be granted to parents that assist the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm staff in transporting livestock to designated events and must complete the required district volunteer process through SAISD. 
Weighing on a Regular Basis:
Knowing your animal’s weight and weighing on a regular schedule is very important. Weight gain or loss is a good indicator of how well the animal is progressing. It is also important to know the proper market weight range for the species you are showing and the show you are entering. Weigh your animal at least once a week.
Grooming Livestock for the Show:
Throughout the feeding period, time must be devoted to grooming the animal. Brushing and combing your animal are important daily routines. Washing and clipping will also be done in regular intervals to get a good view of how the animal is growing and progressing. In most cases, all animals will be clipped prior to the show to meet hair requirements of the show that you are entering.

Validation:

All Swine need to be validated for stock shows. All validation papers will need to be completely filled out and signed by the dates and turned in to the Agricultural Science Teacher or the animal will not be validated and the student will not be able to show. Students will need to go to validation with their animals on these dates.
Quality Counts:

Every student who participates in a stock show in the state of Texas has to complete the Quality Counts Curriculum and pass the exam with an 80% by the required deadline. This needs to be completed before the entry deadlines because the Quality Counts Certification Number is required on entry forms. Be sure you have passed the exam before the entry deadline. Every student showing a livestock project needs to complete the quality counts curriculum and exam this year. All students who passed the Quality Counts Curriculum in previous years do not need to retake the exam. Talk to the supervising agricultural science teacher to confirm the students eligibility,

Show Entries:

The agricultural science teacher will assist in making arrangements for participation in approved major shows. Entries in all other shows will be the responsibility of the student. See updated information and entry dates on the show website. 
Travel to and from Shows:

Students will be responsible for all personal travel to and from all livestock shows, unless prior arrangements are made with the FFA Advisor or Burbank administration.

Discipline While at Shows:

Livestock shows are an extension of the San Antonio ISD Classroom; therefore students will be responsible for their personal conduct. All school rules are in effect at these shows regardless of the time of the infraction, or whether or not an FFA advisor is present.

Animal Care at Shows:

While at livestock shows, each student will be responsible for all feeding, care, and grooming of his/her respective animal(s).

Specific Show Rules:

It is the sole responsibility of the exhibitor to be familiar with all rules pertaining to his/her livestock project (i.e. weight limits, entry requirements, age, etc.). This information may be obtained from the agricultural science teacher or by visiting the websites of the shows you are entering.

Records:  The student will keep a system of records on all livestock projects that they raise.  Students must purchase a clipboard to document feed being fed, weights and daily feed. Students will receive instruction on an approved record keeping system acknowledged by the FFA.

Disposition of Livestock:  All animals/poultry participating at shows need to be removed from the Agricultural Science Farm no later than 2 weeks after the completion of their respective shows.
Removal of Personal Belongings: All students must remove all personal belongings (feed, storage containers, etc.) from the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm within two weeks after the completion of their respective shows. Failure to comply will result in the forfeiture of personal belongings to the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm and the student may be charged for removal of the items or refusal to continue using the facilities in the future.
Due Process for Removal of Livestock:  The following process will be used if any conditions listed above warrant so:
1. First Offense-written notice of failure to appropriately care for the animal, and phone call to parents. 

2. Second Offense-written notice of failure to appropriately care for the animal and removal warning letter to parents. 

3. Third Offense-removal of project animal and student will be banned from Agricultural Science Farm.
Livestock Surgical Procedures:  At times it may be necessary to perform surgical procedures on livestock.  Whenever possible, a veterinarian will be used to perform the procedures. However, regardless of who does the procedure, the student and parent must realize there is always the possibility for complications.  The owner must accept all risk of illness or death of the livestock project.

Prohibited Practices: Students, parents, or guests to the Agricultural Science Farm are prohibited from the use of any motorized vehicle to exercise livestock projects.
Invoices for Payment
Parents will be invoiced from the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm for expenses incurred for their livestock project during the feeding period. Invoices will be issued periodically, and it is expected to be reconciled within thirty days from the invoice date.
3. Security
The Burbank Agricultural Science Farm is supervised by physical monitoring, video surveillance, and access control. It is the responsibility of all participants to conduct themselves in a proper manner and to report any security concerns to any of the above parties immediately. The Burbank Agricultural Science Farm is accessible only between the following hours: 

· School days: 6:00-8:45AM and 4:30-9:00PM (2:15-9:00PM on Friday)

· Weekends/non-school days: 6:00AM-9:00PM

4. No-Grace Period Policy
The Burbank FFA will not recognize the holiday periods during the school calendar (ex: Thanksgiving, Spring Break, summer break, etc).  This policy enhancement is (1) allowed by the UIL rules, (2) requested by the Burbank Agricultural Staff, (3) fully supported by the administration of San Antonio ISD, and (4) complementary to our program, campus, and school district’s policies and objectives. Any student or parent not in agreement with this policy must remove the student’s livestock project and make plans to exhibit under another governing body.

5. Important Notice

It is strictly prohibited to administer any type of vaccine, drug, spray, feed additive, or substance internally or externally without first receiving approval of a veterinarian and or the agricultural science teacher. All substances used on the animal must be approved for use on the animal or be recommended by a veterinarian and or the agricultural science teacher. This includes sunscreens, lotions, liniments, etc. All students are expected to read and agree to abide by the Animal Welfare Agreement that can be found on the following page.

Burbank Agricultural Science Animal Welfare Agreement

As a student member of the Burbank FFA Chapter who is currently raising an animal project, I know the importance of the humane treatment of our livestock and poultry projects.

· I understand and agree that my project(s) must be fed twice daily throughout the feeding period with a feed ration and schedule approved for my animal(s).

· I understand and agree that my animals pen, stall, or coop must be cleaned by me daily by removing any manure and any soiled bedding. I will not wash manure down drains! I will only put manure in the designated dumpster and all other trash in the proper dumpster. 
· I understand and agree that my animal(s) should be provided with fresh water and fed twice daily with all watering and feeding equipment remaining clean.

· I understand and agree that my project(s) should be de-wormed regularly and provided with veterinary attention when their health deems necessary.

· I understand and agree not to abuse or use excessive force on my animal, especially when training or exercising my animal.

· I understand and agree not to use any drug (or unnatural alteration techniques) on my animal without approval of a veterinarian or my advisor.

· I agree to record on the clipboard when I feed and care for my animal daily.
· I agree to the following discipline management policy:
1. First Offense-written notice of failure to appropriately care for the animal,

     and phone call to parents. 

2. Second Offense-written notice of failure to appropriately care for the animal and removal warning letter to parents. 

3. Third Offense-removal of project animal and student will be banned from Agricultural Science Farm and will be unable to use it for future projects. 
· At the time of a third violation, the student will have the option of removing their animal from the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm within 24 hours. If the animal is not removed within 24 hours after receiving the third warning, the animal will be removed by Burbank High School and sold. The student will receive the sale money after travel expenses, commission, and charges for pen cleanup (if applicable) are deducted from the total. 
· Poultry projects will be forfeited to Burbank for no market value.

I know that failing to meet the standards set by the Advisor and those listed above will be grounds for removal of my project following the third offense.

1. Parents/Students/Guests must adhere to the “Burbank Agricultural Science Farm Rules and Livestock Feeding Guidelines.”
2. Students will be assigned pens upon bringing a project into the facility.  Students may not move, or expand pens, unless approved by the supervising teacher.
3. All members using the facilities will participate in scheduled barn cleanups.
4. Burbank Agricultural Science Farm is accessible only between the following hours: 
a. School days: 6:00-8:45AM and 4:30-9:00PM (2:15-9:00PM on Friday)
b. Weekends/non-school days: 6:00AM-9:00PM
5. Students will document their daily activities on their animal progress sheet.

6. Students will clean pens daily and place manure in the manure dumpster. Do not wash manure down drain! Only put manure in the designated dumpster and all other trash in the proper dumpster.
7. Students will keep their feed in a watertight container inside their locked student feed locker.

a. Do not take other student’s equipment or feed. 
b. You are responsible for acquiring your own feed and equipment. 
c. There will be no sharing of equipment and tack.
d. Any student caught stealing feed, equipment, supplies, etc. from another student or the Burbank Ag Department will be removed and animal will be immediately removed from the facility.
8.  Students will follow all school rules while caring for their animals.

9. The Ag science teacher must approve all animals kept at the Agricultural Science Farm.

10. Parents will be encouraged to assist students at school with their project.

11.  Student exiting the facilities must close and lock all doors and gates when he/she leaves.

The following are vet costs associated with raising an animal project:

· Students may purchase items from a local feed store or veterinarian clinic. All items must be approved by the Ag Teacher or veterinarian.

· Preventative Care Costs: Worming every 30 days.
· Veterinarian Costs: If an animal becomes ill, the student/parents will be responsible for any vet bills and medicine administered. A veterinarian must prescribe all medication, antibiotics and preventative care. It is the student’s responsibility for transportation of the animal to the veterinarian office.

· Show Fees: Entry Fee will be collected by the campus. Students/parents will receive an official receipt.

Bexar County Stock Show Entry Fee - $25 per animal. 

Major Stock Shows Entry Fee - $40 per animal. 

· Validation Tags: State $18.00

Students/Parents who choose to attend a Show Animal auction on their own must consult with ag teacher for specific information about these auctions prior to attending.
If students/parents know someone who raises animals and wants to purchase from that supplier, they must do the following:

· Provide location where the animal was reared

· Provide list and documentation of shots the animals received

· Arrange for the Ag teacher to conduct a visual on-site inspection of the animal before purchase

Expectations
· Do not touch, feed, water, exercise another student’s animal or enter their animal’s pen.
· The barn will be kept in tip-top shape at all times by students, and it is every student’s responsibility to fulfill these expectations. Students are not allowed to share any items with other students.
· Communication is the key to a successful year. An open line of communication will exist between the advisor, students, and parents.

· Students are not allowed to feed their project animal during school time. Do Not Ask! 

· Students are to close all barn doors and gates when leaving the facilities, even if you did not open the door or gate.
· It is the responsibility of each student to keep the aisles clean at all times and keep the trash cans empty at all times. Empty trash in the trash dumpster not in the manure dumpster.

· Students are expected to clean project pens daily and place manure in the manure dumpster. Do not wash manure down the drains! 
· Students are responsible for purchasing feed and taking care of their animal project on a daily basis. Do not use or borrow other student’s feed. Asking others to feed your project should be minimal.

· Any student caught stealing feed, equipment, supplies, etc. from another student or the Burbank Ag Department will be removed from the program and animal immediately removed from the barn.

· It is the responsibility of the student owner to check their animal for signs of illness or injury and to notify the Agriculture Supervisor or Veterinarian as soon as possible.

· It is the responsibility for the student owner to contact and pay for any services rendered by the veterinarian. If the Ag teacher is not available, or the injury or illness is life threatening, the Veterinarian should be contacted immediately.

I understand my responsibilities in raising my animal project at the Burbank Agricultural Science Farm Project Centers, and I am aware that if I do not take care of my animal or meet all deadlines of fees and entries, I will jeopardize participation and completion of the program.
