    APGOV/SQ3R METHOD FOR ADVANCED NOTE TAKING ON HOMEWORKS/ MR.LIPMAN

GOAL:  The SQ3R creates a superior method for taking reading notes because the reader is cognitively interactive with the material and not just passively writing down items by rote.  

       S = SURVEY   Q = QUESTION   3R = READ, REVIEW, AND REFLECT

1. Visually review the entire assigned chapter by reading the chapter sub- topics and looking at the various illustrations, charts, maps, pictures, etc.

2. Write one paragraph summary of the chapter, which covers the general ideas for which the entire reading covers.

3. For each sub-heading in the chapter (orange bold print) of reading you will now write one (1) comprehensive QUESTION based upon the reading material.  The number of questions will vary depending upon the number of sub-headings for each reading. For the first chapter in the O’Connor & Sabato book there are 13 such headings. Each question must be numbered and written in bold print.

4. Please note that the only types of questions that are acceptable are: “ANALYZE”, “WHY, “DESCRIBE” and “EXPLAIN”.  Under no circumstances are any other styles of questions acceptable. These acceptable questions require more complete or complex answers and therefore will help you learn the material better.  

5.  After each question is written, you will then answer it completely.  This should be done in two to three sentences and it needs to be written directly after each question.  REMEMBER THE MORE COMPLETE YOUR ANSWERS ARE THE MORE THESE NOTES WILL HELP FOR YOUR TEST REVIEW. In the process of answering the questions, you will READ, REVIEW, AND REFLECT upon the material.   

6.  Your questions should be done in bold print and they must be numbered in the order the headings appear in the book.


7. The first several chapters which are completed using this method may seem to take more time to write than your usual homework. However, the SQ3R Method has been found to be far superior to any other method of note taking and it will get easier the more you do.
