                         AP MACROECONOMICS 2019-20 /  MR. LIPMAN


This year long course is an intended to be an intensive study, at the college level, of economic concepts that will help the student understand the impact that the economic decision making process has on the nations of the world.  It will provide students with an analytical perspective of how economic performance is measured, the determination of national incomes and prices, monetary policy, fiscal policy, economic growth and international trade. It requires students to become familiar with the various vocabulary terms and graphs that are used to explain economic principals.  It is also designed to prepare students for the Advanced Placement Exam which will be given on Thursday, May 14th, 2020. All students MUST take the AP exam.


The AP Macro exam is broken into two parts and lasts just a little over 2 hours.  The first part consists of 60 multiple choice questions that must be answered in 70 minutes.  The multiple choice portion of the exam is worth 2/3rds of the overall exam.  The second part of the exam consists of 3 essay questions. Students will be given a total of 60 minutes to answer 3 questions.  The first question is worth ½ of the free response portion of the exam and questions 2 and 3 are together worth ½ of the free response portion.

Arrangement of the course:

This is a yearlong course that will meet daily. The course will be divided into six (6) units.  The remaining time will be utilized by reviewing for the Advanced Placement Exam and subsequent writing and research assignments to be announced following the AP exam.  The units of study are as follows

Unit One- Basic Economic Concepts (Modules 1-8)
Unit Two- Economic Indicators and the Business Cycle (Modules 10-15 & 33-34)
Unit Three- National Income & Price Determinations (Modules 16-21)
Unit Four- Financial Sector (Modules 22-27)
Unit Five- Long-Run Consequences of Stabilization Policies (Modules 30-32 & 35-40)
Unit Six- Open Economy-International Trade and Finance (Modules 41-45)
Grading:  Each unit will contain several quizzes and chapter tests, a unit test, reading questions, 
vocabulary words, and essay homework assignments. In addition, there will be at least 3   
projects spread throughout the course which will combine at least two units. 
            All students will be required to maintain a vocabulary spiral notebook (I will provide it) 
            to be used for vocabulary words.  These books will be checked and failure to have 
            the book on the announced date will result in a zero grade.  No exceptions.
