Carvajal Elementary School has the honor of being named for one of San Antonio’s
best loved educator and civic leader: Esther Perez Carvajal.

Mrs. Carvajal was a descendant of one of the original Canary Island settlers of our
city. She loved and preserved her heritage through her writings on the culture of old
Spain.

Mrs. Carvajal was a teacher and then led the Spanish Department (now known as
the Bilingual, ESL & Migrant Department) of San Antonio ISD. She authored many
bilingual text books that were used throughout the school system and made
significant contributions to the advancement of bilingual education. Mrs. Carvajal
passed away in the 1940s.

In September of 1949, the Carvajal campus opened its doors to approximately 550
elementary school students. The school became an Early Childhood Education
Center in 2009.

Today in September of 2019 - as it launches its 70th year — the Carvajal campus
returns to its roots as an elementary school. Its focus is on engaging students in
science, technology, engineering, the arts, and math, and aims to become a national
model STEAM campus.

Carvajal Elementary School tiene el honor de llevar el nombre de una de las educadoras y
lideres civicas mas queridas de San Antonio: Esther Perez Carvajal.

La Sra. Carvajal era descendiente de uno de los pobladores originales de las Islas Canarias
en nuestra ciudad. Ella apreciaba y conservaba su ascendencia por medio de su escritura
sobre la cultura de la antigua Espana.

La Sra. Carvajal fue maestra y luego dirigié el Departamento de Espanol (ahora conocido
como el Departamento BilingUe/ESL y Migrante) de San Antonio ISD. Ella escribié muchos
libros de texto bilingties que se utilizaron en el sistema escolar e hizo contribuciones
significativas al progreso de la educacion bilingue. La Sra. Carvajal fallecié en la década de
1940.

En septiembre de 1949, el plantel de Carvajal abrié sus puertas a aproximadamente
550 estudiantes de escuela primaria. La escuela se convirtié en un Centro de educacion
preescolar en 2009.

Hoy, en septiembre de 2019 -al cumplir 70 afos- el plantel de Carvajal regresa a sus raices
como escuela primaria. Se centra en posibilitar que los estudiantes participen en las
ciencias, la tecnologia, la ingenieria, las bellas artes y las matematicas, y tiene como objetivo
convertirse en un plantel STEAM de modelo nacional.
