I. Course Description
College Prep Math is to ensure you are “college ready” to avoid having to spend extra time/money taking a
remedial course. This course is all online and you’re responsible for completing the assigned modules on a
weekly basis.

Topics include real numbers, basic geometry, polynomials, factoring, linear equations, inequalities, quadratic
equations, rational expressions, factoring techniques, radicals, algebraic fractions, complex numbers, graphing
linear equations and inequalities, quadratic equations, systems of equations, graphing quadratic equations and
an introduction to functions. Emphasis is placed on algebraic techniques, in order to successfully complete an
entry-level college mathematics course. Calculator use is allowed in this course when indicated, including the
departmental semester examination.
