COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Grade Level 12th
Prerequisite: Introduction to Cosmetology, Cosmetology l & Cosmetology II

This course is designed to continue to prepare students to pass the Texas State Board Examination for Cosmetologists. The students will also be able to learn the importance of opening their own salon. This course will cover how to keep accurate business records, demonstrate good salon telephone techniques. Students will be able to recognize effective forms of salon advertising. Student will be working on customers and on each other. Students will be starting their second year of cosmetology, and must meet the state requirements in theory, practical, and attendance. Students are instructed in basic concepts and services of hair design, skin care, make-up, manicuring and pedicuring, hair chemicals, professional ethics, sanitation, and personal development. This course is open to male and female students and integrates co-curricular activities through the Skills USA organization.  Students will be working on customers and on each other.  Students will require staying afterschool on every other Wednesday of every month unless told otherwise.  These students are asked to stay at least till 6:00pm due to high volume of customers. Upon completion of 1000 hours, students will be rewarded 500 academic hours to equal 1500 hours that are required to take the State Board Exam. It is MANDATORY that each student will take the State Board Exam. Student receiving passing state board exam will be encouraged to seek employment in their field.

Student cannot fail the course due to there is no makeup class for Cosmetology. If your child does not meet requirements he/she will not receive cosmetology certificate from program or obtain license. For your child to be successful I will need your cooperation to make sure that your child is wearing the correct class uniform. Please make doctor or dental appointments for your child after school or on school holidays. We are preparing your child for a career in Cosmetology and to become a productive citizen in our community. Your help is appreciated in these areas.
