Recalls:  The International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme publication Tracking students with particular special educational and learning needs-a resource for schools, 2004 and The Handbook for Candidates with Special Needs, 2009
The first bases its catalogue of student needs and suggested accommodations on the belief that if a student cannot learn the way a teacher teaches, the teacher will accommodate/modify the lesson to the extent that the student is able to learn the lesson.  The second document spells out the procedures schools must follow regarding notification and documentation for meeting the assessment needs of students with identified special needs. 
Notes:  US Federal Law –IDEA Individuals with Disabilities Education Act, 2004: 

Requires that public educational institutions provide a free and appropriate education in a least restrictive environment.

2. Process and procedure to notify IBO of a special needs candidate:  Students identified by an ARD and IEP as requiring assessment modifications and/or accommodations will have their D-2 form filed with Cardiff in the specified time.
